The African Studies Program invites you to apply for participation in a proposed curriculum development project to take fifteen social studies teachers to Rwanda for four weeks in summer 2008. The team will develop web-based learning expeditions on the topic of youth and development. If our proposal is successful, the Fulbright-Hays Group Project Abroad (GPA) grant will support travel to Rwanda and expenses there from June 30-July 31, 2008. (The dates may vary by one or two days pending availability of flights.)
Expenses
The grant pays, for each participant:

1. a roundtrip international air ticket from the point of departure (Chicago) to Kigali, Rwanda


2. local program-related transportation in Rwanda
3. maintenance (housing and food)

4. a stipend of about $200 for educational materials (materials, books, etc.)

Participants must pay:
1. $ 400.00 to the African Studies Program, UW-Madison for administration, supplies, and other project expenses 

   on the U.S. side.

2. passport and visa fees

3. inoculations and other health care related to travel

4. transportation to and from the airport of departure 

5. medical insurance

6. travel to and from Madison for the orientation May 9 (Friday 9 am),10,11, 2008
